A reading from the holy Gospel according to John  
 

There was a wedding at Cana in Galilee. The mother of Jesus 
was there, and Jesus and his disciples had also been invited. 
When they ran out of wine, since the wine provided for the wed-
ding was all finished, the mother of Jesus said to him, ñThey have 
no wineò. Jesus said ñWoman, why turn to me? My hour has not 
come yetò. His mother said to the servants, ñDo whatever he tells 
youò. There were six stone water jars standing there, meant for 
the ablutions that are customary among the Jews: each could 
hold twenty or thirty gallons. Jesus said to the servants, ñFill the 
jars with waterò, and they filled them to the brim. ñDraw some out 
nowò he told them, ñand take it to the stewardò. They did this, the 
steward tasted the water, and it had turned into wine. Having no 
idea where it came from ï only the servants who had drawn the 
water knew ï the steward called the bridegroom and said, 
ñPeople generally serve the best wine first, and keep the cheaper 
sort till the guests have had plenty to drink, but you have kept the 
best wine till nowò. This was the first of the signs given by Jesus: 
it was given at Cana in Galilee. He let his glory be seen, and his 
disciples believed in him.

PLENARY COUNCIL 2020 
 

Since becoming Pope in 2013, Francis has constantly called for 
synodality, and better forms of pastoral dialogue to listen to eve-
ryone. 
In response, Australiaôs bishops have determined that  the 2020 
Council will include consultation and discernment processes 
with the whole Catholic community in its breadth and diversity; 
its agenda will be determined by genuine consultation with the 
whole Church. 

Pending on  Pope Francisô approval, around 260 -300 Catholic 
men and women, but mainly bishops and other clerics, will gath-
er in a cathedral, at a date to be confirmed, in 2020 to begin the 
5th Plenary Council of the Catholic Church in Australia.  
They chose a plenary (national) council because this is the 
traditional forum for Church leaders to discuss contempo-
rary issues in the light of the Gospel and respond in terms 
of faith, morals, governance, discipline and worship. 
 

The last  plenary council was 80 years ago in 1937. Moreover, 
since 1965 only 5 bishops have held a diocesan synod.  Given 
that a plenary council can be called 'whenever necessary'. It is 
believed that the council is necessary and will provide a positive 
direction for the Churchôs future. Please pray for the success of 
this vital meeting.
